Male infant baby, CHISCOP GRUIA CRISTIAN, aged 1 month and 5 days (Birthday 19
March 2007 — Personal number: 5070319420019) residing on Str. Aleea Moreni nr. 4, bl. 6G,
sector 3, Bucharest, was treated in IOMC on 23-24 April 2007, Observations sheet no. 2930,
with the diagnoses:

Retinopathy of Prematurity stage 3+ AO — aggressive form;
Laser photocoagulation AO;

Rhesus incompatibility;

Mixed Anemia;

Gemelar pregnancy — first born

Underweight due to first-degree prematurity and gemelarity
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Hereditary/Collateral History: Mother aged 30, married, O1 blood type, RhD negative, I1 G, I
P, 1 abortion before, pregnancy under medical observation (last 10 weeks), maternal high
blood pressure in the last 8 weeks of pregnancy, at 20 weeks the pregnancy is diagnosed with
twin-twin transfusion syndrome.

Personal History: first born, from twin pregnancy, twin A, born through caesarean section
due to maternal high blood pressure and twin-twin transfusion syndrome (RhD
incompatibility), gestational age: 35 weeks, Apgar score: 8, Weight at birth: 2460 gram.

Pathological History: mild perinatal hypoxia which required mask ventilation, respiratory
distress syndrome (RDS) for which he received Oxygen under an oxygen tent, followed by
nasal CPAP for 48 hours, and at the end Oxygen under oxygen tent for 4 more days,
antibiotherapy AmpiPlus iv. — 7 days + Gentamicin 11 days, neonatal icterus due to
prematurity — phototherapy 0.5 days, ROP stage 3+ AO — diagnosed in IOMC.

History: former first-degree premature, discovered at the ophtalmological screening with
ROP-aggressive form was interned into hospital for laser photocoagulation AO.

Clinical examination: good general condition, apyretic, pale teguments that become pinkish
when touched, significant palpebral edemas, balanced vital functions, soft abdomen, good
digestive tolerance — he gets 7 x 80 ml LactanaPre baby milk, normal neurological
examination for VPC, weight at the moment he was interned in IOMC: 3280 gram.

Medical Investigations: ophtalmologic examination: pupil rigidity. Observation sheet — zone
1 aggressive posterior retinopathy of prematurity, on 12 clock hours.

Hemogram: NL 8310 mm3, L 53%, G: 31%, Hb 8,7g/dl, Tr 266000/mm3. Pharyngeal and
nasal probes are under examination.

ETF: normal
Cardio Echo: normal

Treatment: after sedation with Chloral hydrate and Midazolam (4 doses) and local analgesia
with Tramadol and Tetracaine it was performed laser photocoagulation AO on 23 April 2007.
During the intervention and in the postoperatory period no incident occured (AV 127 —



151/min, SpO2 94 — 100 % without supplementary oxygen, FR 25 — 60/min). The sedation
effects disappeared after 10 hours from the intervention.

Condition at release: the infant baby ist apyretic and in good general condition, vital
functions under normal limits (AV 145/min, synus rhythm), Glasgow 15/15, tolerates well
the food, 7 x 80 ml LactanaPre baby milk, Weight at release from hospital: 3290 gram.
